2. Lifestyle of Worship:

How can we ensure that our worship is not superficial but deeply rooted
in Scripture?

3. Transformation through Worship:

Romans 12:1-2 speaks about the transformation of our minds. How does
wholehearted worship contribute to changing the pattern and path of our
lives?

Read Romans 12:2. How can we apply this concept of testing and proving
in our spiritual journey to ensure our worship is genuine?

4. Overflow of Worship:

Colossians 3:15-17 suggests that worship should naturally overflow into
all aspects of life. How can we identify when our "doing exceeds our
being," as described by Peter Scazzero’s ten indicators list shared by
Pastor Brian?

How can we cultivate a lifestyle where worship is not confined to specific
times or places but is a continuous expression of our relationship with
God?
