4. The tale of two kings who both responded differently to God’s work and the 
revelation of their pride. Read James 4:6-10.   

• What does this reveal to us about the issue of pride and God’s desire for us?  
• How does pride precede our fall?   
• How does pride blind us to God’s work and bind us to our own work?  

5. Review the main points from the message notes. What encouraged you? What 
challenged you? Explain.
