o According to Philippians 2:1-8, what specific aspects of Christ’s humility 

are we called to imitate? How can we apply these principles in our daily 
interactions with others? 

5. Putting Others Ahead: 
o How can we practice counting others more significant than ourselves in 

our personal and professional lives? What challenges might we face, 
and how can we overcome them? 

6. Embracing the Mindset of Christ: 
o What does it mean to have the mindset of Christ, as described in 

Philippians 2:5-7? How can adopting this mindset influence our 
decisions and actions? 

7. Fostering a Culture of Humble Service: 
o How can our church community encourage and support each other in 

cultivating a culture of humble service? What initiatives or practices 
could we implement to promote this?
